Getting Started Guide


INSTALLING SOFTWARE


RECBASS-R software installation is highly automated.


A menu-driven install program is automatically launched when you insert the RECBASS-R CD in the CD-ROM drive of your PC. If the autorun feature of windows is disabled on your PC you should manually launch the program by executing the LAUNCH.EXE program located in the root directory of the RECBASS-R CD.





To Install press the INSTALL RECBASS-R button on the Main Menu , then press the FULL INSTALL button on the following menu. This will launch the RECBASS setup program. Follow the setup instructions to complete the installation. You can install RECBASS-R on any directory of your PC. Under most circumstances you should choose TYPICAL when prompted for Setup Type.





After Setup has finished it is strongly recommended that you REBOOT your PC.








INITIAL CONFIGURATION





After you do a FULL INSTALL of RECBASS-R your system is configured as follows:





ALL RECBASS-R programs can be accessed via the Windows Start Menu under the





Start | RECBASS-R





folder. Also 2 icons will be placed on your Windows Desktop. One labeled Initial Receiving and the other labeled Personal Affairs. More than 94 percent of your time will be spent in one of these 2 programs.





RECBASS-R software is ready for full use immediately after install !!!


You can begin training immediately by executing the following programs:





Start | RECBASS-R | Initial Receiving





Start | RECBASS-R | Personal Affairs





You will be prompted for a UserID and Password to gain access to RECBASS-R data. All RecBn Sites have a built in Site Administrator account that cannot be deleted. You should use this account when you first start learning RECBASS-R. Here is the account information:





UserID: ADMIN


Password:  RECBASS





RECBASS-R local database has been pre-loaded with test data to allow you to get started training immediately.





The following sample data has been pre-loaded into the local database for your convenience:





MEPCOM : 500 soldiers scheduled for arrival ( SSN: 000000001 thru 000000500 )


FORT BENNING: 500 soldiers ( SSN: 000000501 thru 000001000 )


FORT JACKSON: 500 soldiers ( SSN: 000001001 thru 000001500 )


FORT KNOX: 500 soldiers ( SSN: 000001501 thru 000002000 )


FORT LEONARD WOOD: 500 soldiers ( SSN: 000002001 thru 000002500 )


FORT SILL: 500 soldiers ( SSN: 000002501 thru 000003000 )





So logon and have fun exploring RECBASS-R !!!








HOW TO CONFIGURE FOR CLIENT/SERVER MODE  ( REMOTE DATABASE )





In order to use RECBASS-R to access data across a network on a remote database computer you will need to perform 2 additional steps as follows:





1. Install Sybase Client Software.


2. Configure RECBASS-R to use REMOTE database.





Installing Sybase Client Software


Run the LAUNCH.EXE program located in the root directory of the RECBASS-R CD (Note: if autorun feature is enabled then it will run automatically upon installation of CD in drive.


Press SYBASE SOFTWARE button on the main menu.


Press ASE  11.5 button on the following menu. (This will activate the Sybase Installation Utility)


Press NEXT button on the "Welcome" window.


THIS NEXT STEP IS VERY IMPORTANT ! 


  Select Open Client Runtime on the "Select Installation Type" window and press the NEXT button.


Press NEXT button on the "Select Sybase Installation Directory" window. (use default directory C:\Sybase)


Press NEXT button on the "Select Program Folder" window. (use default program folder: Sybase)





. . . a dialog box will appear showing file copy progress here . . . 





Windows95 Only: Press OK button on "Verification" window (automatically edit AUTOEXEC.BAT file) ; then press OK button on the "Information" window.





The final "Installation Complete" window shows different options depending on your type of operating system and any previous sybase installations; however, in all cases it is best to REBOOT the PC so that system wide changes can be correctly applied.


Press OK or Finish button and reboot your PC.





Sybase Client Software installation is now complete, next step is to configure the Sybase software.





Configuring Sybase Client Software


Using the windows start menu run: START | Programs | Sybase | DSEDIT


Press OK button on the "Select Directory Service" window. (DS Name: InterfacesDriver)


Select Server Object | Add . . .  from main window menu.


Type in the word NT_SERVER in the "Input Server Name" window and press the OK button.


Double-Click on the "Server Address" attributes entry on the "DSEDIT1 - InterfacesDriver" window.


Press Add button on the "Network Address Attribute" window.


Select NLWNSCK protocol and type the IP address of your database server plus ",5000" into the Network Address: field on the "Input Network Address For Protocol" window (Example: 155.219.135.188,5000) , then press the OK button.


Press OK button on the "Network Address Attribute" window.





The final step is to VERIFY your settings actually work . To do this Select Server Object | Ping Server  menu option from main window.


Press the Ping button.


If you have configured all the settings correctly you will receive a message similar to the following:





Open connection to server at (155.219.135.188,5000) succeeds.


Close connection succeeds.


Loaded the Dynamic Link Library NLWNSCK.DLL


(C:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM\NLWNSCK.DLL)





Sybase Software Installation & Configuration is now complete. Last Step is to make RECBASS-R use REMOTE database.





RECBASS-R Client Configuration ( for REMOTE database )


Run START | RECBASS-R | Client Configuration


Under LOGON Settings set Database Location: field to "Use Remote Engine" .


Press Save button.





YOU ARE NOW READY TO USE RECBASS-R IN A NETWORKED ENVIRONMENT WITH A CENTRAL DATABASE SERVER.


This is how ALL the active Reception Battalions are currently configured.
